Information Box:

SLT is an in-office procedure that takes approximately thirty minutes.

The doctor conducts a pressure measurement to determine the eye’s intraocular pressure.
Numbing eye drops are applied
The patient is seated in front of the ophthalmologist’s microscope.

The doctor will align the patient’s head to the chin rest.

A contact lens is placed on the patient’s eye

The doctor will start to apply short laser pulses. The patient hears the laser pulses as short ticking
sounds and may see bright light flashes. The procedure will take approximately three to five
minutes.

Once the treatment is complete, the patient is asked to rest.

In most patients, a decrease in pressure will be observed immediately following treatment.
However, in some patients the photoregenerative process may take from weeks to a few months
before impacting eye pressure.
